INCREASING MILK YIELD OF COWS

Tue MINISTER oF AGRICULTURE
(Dr. P. S. DesumurH): (a) The Go-
vernment are aware that American
countries have utilised Indian cattle
for cross breeding but this was not
for increasing milk yield but for im-
parting other desirable qualities such
as resistance to diseases and to adverse
climate,

(b) Cross breeding work using
different foreign breeds has been done
at the Agricultural Research Instit-
tute, Naini, Allahabad, at the Sub-
station of the National Dairy Research
Institute at Bangalore and at a few
other centres and it has been shown
that the milk yield can be increased
substantially by infusion of foreign
blood, However, it has been found
that with the progressive increase in
foreign blood resistance to climatic
stresg is reduced. The studies are
being continued.
