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reservation. For scientific posts we do not

have any special reservation.
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SHRI SATYACHARAN: It is not quite
clear from the statement of the hon. Minister
as to why the Scheduled Caste candidates
could not be appointed in the category of
Class IV posts. It is here admitted very clearly
by the representative of the Ministry as
follows:

"The representative of the Ministry,
however, undertook to look into the
question as to why none of the scheduled
caste applicants for Class IV posts in the
Central Road Research Institute and
Central Food Technological Research
Institute during 1958-59 and 1959-60
respectively was appointed."

SHRI HUMAYUN KABIR: I am not
responsible for 1958-59, 1 am certainly for
today, and I say that on the Ist March 1961
there were these people in position. If the hon.
Member's quarrel is that in 1956 there were
none and these 33 have been appointed in one
and 22 in another since then, then he should
congratulate the laboratories and not criticize.

ANCE (Sarr B, R. Buacar): (a) The
effect of bank credit control on the
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prices of foodgrains is under continual
examination at the Reserve Bank of India.

(b) So long as there is an unorganised
money market outside the commercial banks
and the co-operative sector foodgrain traders
will continue to obtain credit from it at avail-
able rates of interest. There is no prima facie
reason, however, to believe that this fact has
severely depressed the price which farmers
receive for their produce.]
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SHRIMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM: May |
know if these measures of credit control
which have been taken, have been responsible

, for discouraging hoarding and for stopping
fluctuations in prices?

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT: That is the objective
and to a great extent these measures have been
successful in achieving that objective.

SHRI A. D. MANI: Is it a fact that in recent
months there has been a slackening of
deposits and this has led to the tightening of
the credit control?

SHRI B. R. BHAGAT: It is true that over a
period the deposits in banks were going down,
although in recent months, that is to say, in the
last fortnight or so, the deposits have been up.
