() It is too early to say with any
precision when the transmitter will start
functioning.

SHRI M. P. BHARGAVA: May I know
whether the decision was taken as a result of
representations received from Agra?

Dr. B. V. KESKAR: No, Sir. The decision
to put up the transmitter at Agra or near Agra
was taken on technical considerations.
Originally this transmitter was to be put up at
Delhi itself

from which stations; they are being now
transmitted?

DRr. B. V. KESKAR: This is meant entirely
for the relay of the All India Radio Light
Programme known a& Vividh Bharathi.
