In Kashmir, steps are being takenu
to raise additional revenue from tim--
ber.

The United Arab Republic has be-
gun despatching military equipment
to Tunisia to support her efforts for
the withdrawal of French troops from
Tunisian territory, This has been an-
nounced by the Tunisiar Foreign
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Minister who has returned from
Cairo after talks with President
Nasser, He said the United Arab

Republic was giving Tunisia full sup-
port.

Earlier, it was announced in Cairo
that the United Arab Republic would
immed.ately send armed forces to
Tunisita to help her face all even-

tualities.

At United Nationg Headquarters,
Liberia has cailed for a special ses-
sion of the U.N. General Assembly to
discuss Bizerta following the Security
Council’s failure to reach any decision
on the question.

The Council which resumeqd its de-
bate on Bizerta last night had three
resolutions before it, two of them
sponsored by the United Arab Re-
public, Liberia and Ceylon and the
other by Turkey., The three-nation
resolution sought to express serious
concern at the French refusal to with-
draw forces to their previous positions
in Bizerta. The second resolution
sponsored by the same countries said
this situation rep-esented a threat to
world peace. Tt called for immediate
talk; belween France and Tunisia for
the evacuation of French forces. The
thirq resolution tabled by Turkey
urged that negotiations be he.d for
a peaceful settlement including a de-
finite solution of the question of
Bizerta having due regard for Tuni-
sian sovereignty,

All the three resolution; failed to
get the requisite number of votes for
adoption by the Council.

Tunisia, Morocco and Saudi Arbia
are to send trocps to Kuwait to form
an inter-Arab force to safeguard the
Sheikhdom's independence and to re-
lieve British troops there. The inter-
Arab contingent is expecteq to take
charge of protecting Kuwait’s inde-
pendence by the middle of September.
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In Vientiane, the Laotian National
Congress has approved a constitu-
tional amendment seeking to confer
wider powers on King Savang Va-
thana. It hag authorised the King lo
take over the Government or to no-
minate a Prime Minister.

It is reported that leaders of the
Right Wing Government in Laog are
likely .to offer the Prime Ministership
to the neutralist leader, Prince Sou-
vanna Phouma. Prince Souvanna
Phouma is however quoted as saying
that he would not present himself 1o
the King unti] the decisions taken by
the three Laotian leaders at Zurich
were implemented.

The Katanga leader, Mr. Tshombe,
has gone to Bruzzaville in the former
French Congo and is likely to have
ta.ks with the Congolese President
Mr. Kasavubu. Reports say the talks
will concern the possible representa-
tion of Katanga in the Congolese
Parliament now meeting near Leo-
poldville,

The Congolese Parliament has ag-
reed to form gz eoalition Government
but ihere is still disagreement on who
should become the Prime Minister.
The Stanleyville ang the Leopoldville
groups in Parliament have agroed to
share the ministerial portfolios., Poli-
tical circles in Leopoldville believe
that President Kasavubu may invite
Mr. Kazitato, President of the Leo-
poldville Province to head the co-
alition.

The American State Department has
rejected Cuba’s move to bring before
the Security Council the question of
the seized U.S, airliner. It says this
is an attempt to divert attention
from "\ incident; and added that
the United States Is still pressing its
demand for the immediate release of
the airliner. The airliner was seized
in mid-air 3 few days ago and was
forced at gun point to land in Cuban
territory.
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The Third Machine-Tools Factory
in the country is to be set up near
Pinjore in Punjab. It is expected to

cost about eight to ten crores of
rupees. Disclosing this, the Union
Minister of Industry, Mr. Manubhai

Shah has said that East Germany has
agreed to provide technical assistance.
for setting up the factory. The Pun-
jab Government would make avail-
able the land required,

Mr. Manubhai Shah was inaugu-
rating the All India Hand Pounding
Workers Conference at Pinjore today.

Test drilling is proposed to be
started in Uttar Pradesh where a big
oil-bearing structure has been located
near Shahjahanpur.

Surveys has indicated the presence
of sediments in the Western and
south-western portiong of Jaiselmer in
Rajasthan also. Further exploration
is to be carried out in this region.

Mr. Shriman Narayan, Member of
the Planning Commission, said in
Poona today that the Commission
would convene g meeting in Deihi
on Tuesday to consider the situation
arising from the recent floods in
various parts of the country. The
meeting would be of a preliminary
nature and would examine whether
any changes are required in the
flood-control schemes in the ‘Third
Plan. It will be attended, among
others, by representatives of the
Union Ministry of Irrigation and
Power and the Central Water and
Power Commission,

The major breach on the right bank
‘of the Coleroon river below the grand
Anicut in the Tanjore district of
Madras State has been completely
closed. The breach, one thousand foot
wide, occurred on the seventh of this
month, following heavy floods in the
Cauvery ang the Coleroon. Services
of the army had been requisitioned
for plugging the breach.
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In Orissa, the Kalasri-Gopalpur
bridge which has been damaged by

floods is to be reparied within ten
days. Seven hundred persons are
working to repair the bridge; one
thousand or more will join them im-
mediately.

It has heen officially stated that

taccavi loans will be granted to ag-
ricuituristg in the fiood affected area.
Foodgrains are to be supplied at con-
Gratuilous relief to the
sick, the landless and the invalid,
will be continued until test relief
works begin.

Above five hundred instruments to
record earthquakes are to be installed
in the Himalayas, right from Jammu
and Kashmir State to Assam. These
instruments are being manufactured
at the school of Earthquake Engineer-
ing of Roorkee University. The ins-
trumrents, are made mostly of indi-

_genoug material,

The Schooi at Roorkee is conduct-
ing exprimentg on the resistance 1o
earthquake shocks of buildings made
of different materials. This work
is  financed by the Council of
Scientific and Industrial Research. The
services of a Japanese expert have
been obtained for this purpose under
the Colombe Plan.

In Kashmii, steps are bing taken to
utilise fore:t resources in the north-
west and (e haul iimber to Kashmir
Valley over the Turkian Pass without
any unloading on the way. Conveyor

“cables -2 to be installed at several

plares ‘ot :he purpose. Additional re-
ventle of one crore rupees a year
is expected from timber.

The General Secretary of the Kash-
mir Front, Mr, M. M. Hashim, has
issued a statement in New Delhi des-
cribing the Pakistan President’s stand
on, Kashmir as a stupefying example
of lack of policy. He says the fact
that President Ayub Khan has lost
all relations with reality has been
proved beyond all doubt.
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The Revolutionary Socialist Party
which has ended a six-day Conference
in New Delbi, has passed a resolution
calling for 5 chunge in Government’s
policy on Goa so that the liberation
of the Goan people could be hastened.
The resolution urges the people of the
country to extend all possible help
to the Goan people in their struggle
against the Portuguese.

In a resolution on linguistic minori-
ties, the Revolutionary Socialist Party
says that the safeguards provided in
the Constitution are inadequate to
meet the rights of these minorities.

The meeting also passed a resolu-
tion condemning French aggression
in Bizerta.

A Standing Commission for scienti-
fic and technical terminology is to be
set up shortly. It will be headed by
Dr. D. S. Kothari, Chairman of the
University Grants Commission, The
Commission will formulate principles.

Mineral production in the country
last year showed an increase of about
15 per cent. over that of the previous
year. According to provisional esti-
mates, minerals worth nearly 160
croreg of rupees were produced.
