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MOTION OF THANKS ON PRESI-
DENT'S ADDRESS

Dr. NIHAR RANJAN RAY (West
Bengal): Mr, Deputy Chairman, it is
a well-known parliamentary practice
that the Head of the State opens the
annual Budget Session of the Parlia-
ment of the nation with an Address
dealing with the policies and program-
mes of his Government for the eansu-
ing year and incidentally also wel-
comes the accredited representatives
of the people to their labours for the
nation in the Sessions of the Parlia-
'ment. Following this practice, the
President presented an Address to tne
Parliament day before yesterday
which we all listened to with the res-
pectful attention it deserved. It was
perhaps, if I am right, the shortest
Address since this Parliament had
been born, short, but perhaps a most
significant Address for more reasons
than one, Everyone must have notic-
ed that the President devoted exactly
half of his Address, by the counting
of pages as well as by the counting
of paragraphs, to the affairs of the
world and another half to affairs
domestic. The very brevity ot the
Address has also contributed, I believe
to the subdued dignity and perhaps
also to the stark objectivity {hat
characterised the Address. Despite
reasons for gloom on occasions and
perhaps also frustration on -more
grounds than one, storm here and
stress there, on the whole he has
given us a picture that he holds, and
we hold along with him, justifies hope
and cautious optimism. These words
were very carefully chosen—hope and
cautious optimism-—and were needed
to be told with some emphasis.
Throughout the Address, the Presi-
dent was very careful to choose his
words and phrases. They have been
rather mild and mellow but nowhere
do they lack in firmness and strength
as te the decisions and actions of the
Government.

It has been perhaps in the fitness
of things that while speaking of the
affairs of the world he has referred
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to the "intransigence’ of China in res-
pect of our border dispute with her.
Immediately after his Address, a copy
of the report of the officials of ihe
Governments of India and China was
laid on the Tables of the Parliament.
This report has pointed out very
clearly that our northern boundary ‘is
defined by nature, confirmed by history
and sanctified by the laws of the
nation’ and does not therefore require
‘formal delimitation to establish its
sanctity’. In this connection I would
like to say a few words of tribute to
the Indian officials who prepared our
case to be presented before the Gov-
ernment of China. This report has
been prepared after a great deal of
labour, Much work has gone into it
and as a humble student of history, 1
might say that it has been a fine
example of histerical scholarship. For
the last 150 years or so, this report
has laid bare all the necessary facts.
We have been taught that facts are
more important than hysterics, more
imporiant than all the urges and ex-
pressions of emotion. Those who have
eyes to see facts should be able to see
in which way the facts lend their
weight, and if facts have their value,
I have no doubt, speaking personally,
that China would stand condemned
before the eyes of the world, Only
those who have jaundiced eyes would
not see the logic and justice of our
case and it is somewhat unfortunate
that such jaundiced eyes are not alto-
gether non-existent even among our-
selves. China’s flirtations with Pak-
istan and with our friendly neighbours,
Bhutan and Sikkim, are also very well
known, and time has come to tell our
neighbours that guch flirtations would
1ot pay. Our foreign policy of peace
and understanding and of co-existence
is very well known. But at the same
time, the world should also be given
to understand that though we may be
very peaceful, we are also very firm
and strong, not only in our moral
convictions, not only in the strength
that we derive from the nation, but
also in our defensive preparedness.

New roads are being opened up. New
preparations are being made and it is
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good to tell the world that we are
building our case not merely on ideo-
logical foundations but we are defen-
sively stronger today and we intend
to carry on and to go ahead with our
defensive preparations and military
preparedness, To this peaceful but
firm policy of ours and our progressive
preparedness for defence, the Presi-
dent has drawn pointed attention.

The next point of Iimportance to
which this Address draws our atien-
tion is the situation in Africa, with
special reference to the situation in the
Congo. It is very unfortunate that the
western world, the whole western
world, has not yet been able to under-
stand the situation and the awakemng
in Africa, A new continent is awaken-
ing there, It is growing in its con-
sciousness and is gaining in strength
every day. But this has not been
taken into account by most of the
European powers, and looking at the
total situation I cannot help saying
that somehow or other, the Western
powers have failed. They have failed
miserably so far as the situation in
Algeria is concerned, They have fail-
ed more 'miserably in the Congo.
Consider just for a moment, how
under the very nose and before the
very eyes of the United Nations Orga-
nisation, this spearhead of Congolese
nationalism, the creator of the Congo-
lese Parliament, Mr. Lumumba, was
killed. He was murdered and this
murder is a dastardly outrage not
only against one individual, not only
against Congo, but against the awak-
ened conscience of humanity that 1s
Africa, We all have been shocked.
The murder of Mr. Lumumba has
shocked everybody, every conscientious
person anywhere in the world., It is
a kind of international gangsterism.
The cold war has degenerated into in-
ternational gangsterism and what has
been happening in the Congo for the
last few months is a blot on civiliza-
tion itself. Another life, another peo-
ple are being sacrificed at the altar of
the cold war. Our policy in respect

+ of the Congo is very well known and

I need not add anything more here
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[Dr. Nihar Ranjan Ray.]
In fact, I cannot add anything more
o what the hon. the Prime Minister
had stated in this House and in the
other House yesterday. The Presi-
dent’s Address has drawn pointed
attontion to this and it is only due to
the fact that the Address was printed
earlier, that this dastardly outrage,
this '‘murder of Mr, Lumumba could
not be mentioned in the Address.

The Address has also drawn pointed
attention to the situation in Laos. Our
Government’s policy is very well
known. We want the reactivation of
the International Commission of which
India is a member. Other alier-
native proposals have been made, by
Cambodia for instance, and China
seems to prefer the proposal that has
been proferred by Cambodia. Our
Government’s view is that it is not
yet time to convene that larger con-
ference. It may be held some time
later, But the immediate thing to be
done is to see that the International
Commission is activised. This Com-
mission should be convened as early
as possible and the one single sentence
in the Address, very mildly uttered—

“Spread of conflict there might
have gerious repercussions in Asia
and the world”—

is pregnant with meaning. It is true
that on most points the President’s
Address does not say much. He does
not dilate. Perhaps he does not wait
to explain the situation. But as I said,
the very brevity of his utterances gives
them a pregnant meaning and signifi-
cance,

The Address makes mention of our
position in respect of Goa. Personally
I have my impatience in respect of
Goa angd I would not, if I could, wait
even a day to recover Goa. But inter-
national politics and international
situations are not tackled by personal
and emotional reactions and responses
to things. Today, as we know, tne
story of the ship Santa Maria has
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pricked the bubble of the Salazar
Government of Portugal. It may be
a very small incident in the bigger
canvas of the world situation. But
one incident is enough to prick the
bubble. Today, that one incident add-
ed to the Goa problem, has opened
the eyes of the world and in the course
of the last one week I have been
scanning the pages of conservative
British journals and I have found that
they have been very sharply critical of
the colonial character of the Porlu-
guese Government. Today, Portugal
is exposed before the world and world

opinion is gradually, though very
slowly, veering to the position we
have taken in respect of Goa. Our

policy is peaceful and one day, sooner
or later, I hope sooner, Goa is bound
to be integrated with our country and
our people.

Pointed attention has been drawn .
in the Address to the apartheid policy
of the South African Government.
That problem still remains with us and
unfortunately even the Conservalive
Government of Great Britain that
frowns upon this apartheid policy and
does not like it—I believe most Mem-
bers of Parliament are aware—is still
practising a kind of apartheid in the
H. M. Royal Navy. One of the units
of the Navy is at the moment cruising
along the South African coastiine.
There are African Negro ratings in
that unit, and do you know, just
before that unit sailed for the coasts
of South Africa, these few ratings
were transferred to another ship which
means that the Government of Great
Britain acquiesced in the apartheid
policy of South Africa, This is an
incident which is being and has been
criticised very strongly even in British
papers, and I believe this is a fact
which we should take into account.

Coming to domestic affairs, the Pre-
sident has drawn attention to the in-
crease in our national income and
whatever he has said in respect of
this increase puts hope and faith not
only in our future but faith in what
We have been doing. If I remember
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aright, in one of the previous sessions
of Parliament, Government committed
itself that it would make an enquiry
as to the nature and character of the
distribution of thig increase in nationai
wealth. There has been increase of
national wealth, there is no doubt
about it, but Government has commit-
ted itself to making an enquiry as lo
whether this increase is confined 1o
certain classes and communities or is
being more or less equitably dJistri-
buted among all classes that consti-
tute the population. An affirmation
of that policy is needed.

We have also heard with interest
that price levels have registered a rise
of about 6 per cent as compared to the
previous year. Various measures have
been taken to check this rise. Again
and again it has been voiced in Parlia-
ment that if we want our Plans to
succeed, if we want all the activities
that we have taken up to yield their
richest benefits, then we must be
able somehow or the other to hold the
price-line. If prices go on increasing
spirally, then no amount of increase of
national wealth would be able to save
us.

One very significant fact to which
this Address draws attention is the
extension of the Panchayati Raj or
village democracy. I would mention
one small fact. It has been mentioned
again and again that decentralisation
of our administration is needed and
that this decentralisation must reach
the limits of our villages. In fact, our
villages must begin to feel and under-
stand that they have a share in the
administration. Democracy at the
village level i potentially a very signi-
ficant thing and if we now put 5 little
heart inio it—as the hon. Prime Min-
ister said the other day, we must vest
real power in these village democra-
cies, that is, we must not only give
them authority in regard to local
administration but also place at their
disposal sufficient funds to enable
them to carry on the work of local
administration—these things will
develop. This is very important, and
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unless sufficient funds are placed. at
the disposa] of these village democra-
cies, no amount of goodwill can work
the village democratic system,

The President has also drawn atten-
tion to the increase in industrial out-
put and I believe we have made a
record so far as the last ten years is
concerned. There are very few
nations in the world that can show
this rate of increase within 5 period of
ten years. He has also mentioned the
multi-purpose river valley projects. In
this connection, I am very glad to
note that, though very belated, some
attention is being paid by the Central
Government to the decaying city of
Calcutta, not because I come from
Calcutta, not because I belong 1o
Calcutta but because—we must not
forget this—Calcutta is the gateway
for many things. During the nineteenth
century, it was almost the only gate~
way of gold, figuratively and even
literally. You have only to go
through the trade reports of the late
Government of Indja right up to the
years 1926-1928. In any case, I would
remind this House that in the
year 1932, the late lamented Dr.
Meghnad Saha warned not only the
people of Calcutta, but also the then
Government, that the time was fast
coming when Calcutta would sink in
its own sewage. That is the situa-
tion of the city of Calcutta. Its
population has increased by 100 per
cent. in the last twelve years. It can-

not bear the burden of this huge
increase in population. The city is
expanding without any plan. I am

not using any figurative language. The
city is in danger of its own life as a
big city and unless and until some-
thing is done, the situation  will
become hopeless. We are all heart-
ened to hear that the Centre is
going to make some provision in the
Third Five Year Plan. But I would
take this opportunity to draw the
attention of this House to the fact
that Calcutta is a national problem.
As a city it is a national problem and
it must be taken into account at the
national level.
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1 would also refer to another para-
graph in which the President refers
to the State of Nagaland within the
Indian Union. In the course of two
questions in this House this morning
reference was made to conditions in
Nagaland and I was very heartened to
hear from the lips of the Prime Minis-
ter that the Government was deter-
mined to take proper action, adequate
action, against the Naga hostiles. Qur
policy in this respect must be firm.
After-three years of deliberations this
Parliament chose to create a separate
State of Nagaland within the ‘Indian
Union and once we have taken this
step, there must not be any going back
and there must not be any weakness.
We must pursue a very firm policy in
this respect and whatever hostile ele-
ments are there—call them anti-social
or whatever you like—they are hostile
elements, hostile not only to the new-
ly created Nagaland but hostile to the
integrity of the Indian nation and the
Indian people.

Finally, in one sentence the Presi-
dent has menfioned {four items.
Addressing Members of Parliament,
he says, “Your understanding, vigi-
lance and co-operation in respect of
the many problems of our economic
planning” that is one, “our defence”
that is second, “world peace” that is
the third, “and the struggle of still
dependent peoples...... ” These are
the four items that should engage our
attention here in this Parliament; pro-
blems of our economic planning and
development and of our defence, these
are certainly very important pro-
blems, but equally important are the
problems of world peace to which we
are dedicated and the problem of the
struggle of still dependent peoples. If
our national problems must engage
our attention, these international
problems must also engage our atten-
tion.

I only wish that one negative
aspect of last year’s life of the Indian
people might have been mentioned
in this connection. This is one im-
portant  item that must engage
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our attention and, if we disregard it,
we can do so only at our own peril,
and that is the question of the emo-
tional and intellectual integration
of our people. We failed miserably in
the ¢ourse of the last one year. We
failed in Assam; we failed in Punjab
and I am very sorry to say—and it
has hurt me—that we failed at Jabal-
pur. Some of these national pro-
blems we have not been able to solve.
We must apply our mind to all the
fissiparous tendencies that are at work
and working to our greatest dis-
advantage. One most important prob-
lem before us i3 the unity of the
nation. This phrase has been used in
the President’s Address. This unity
has got to be maintained and we must
be able to evolve a programme. We
must also be very firm in respect of
all these fissiparous tendencies and
not give any quarter to anybody, how-
soever highly placed in life he may be.

Surt BHUPESH GUPTA (West
Bengal): The A.IC.C. has appointed
an Integration Committee.

Mr. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Order,
order.

Dr. NIHAR RANJAN RAY: This
is the appeal that the President has
made and I would personally end with
this question of our emotional inte-
gration,

Finally, I would quote the last sen-
tence on this subject from the
Address:—

“The unity andg the social well-
being of our entire people, the
rapid progress to a democratic and
socialist society, wherein changes
must be timely and progress grow
from more to more, must be attaia-
ed peacefully and by consent.”

Mark this; we are committed to a de-
mocratic State and it must be attain-
ed peacefully and by consent. De-
mocracy is Government by consent.
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All of us here, whether on this side
or that side, must agree that what-
ever progress we want to attain must
be attained peacefully and by common
consent. With these words I move
the Motion that stands in my name:

“That an Address be presented to
the President in the following
terms: —

‘That the Members of the Rajya
Sabha assembled in this Session
are deeply grateful to the Pre-
sident for the Address which he
has been pleased to deliver to
both the Houses of Parliament
assembled together on the 14th
February, 1961.’”
