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(c) The total number of refugees to be
settled in Mysore will be about 3,000.
Another batch oi about 600 refugees is
proposed to be sent from Darjeeling-
Kalimpong area when accommodation is
made ready for them on the Land Settlement
site.

SHRIJUGAL KISHORE: May I know as to
how long will these refugees be coming to
India and what steps are Government taking
in this connection?

SHRIMATI LAKSHMI MENON: It does not
arise from thir question, Sir.

SHri BHUPESH GUPTA: ThU is a
question I ask sometime in all humility. May |
know from the Government as to whether, in
view of the heavy expenditure that is being
incurred in this connection, we have asked our
friend, the Dalai Lama, to make a little
contribution towards tha expenses?

SHRI JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: The Dalai
Lama has been contributing, I believe, to
various schools, etc., of Tibetan children in
the north.

PanDIT S. S. N. TANKHA: Will the
climate of South India be suitable for these
refugees?

SHRIMATI LAKSHMI MENON: Yes, Sir.

SHR1 JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: That
particular place is about 2,500 feel er even
3,000 feet in altitude. The representatives of
the Dalai Lama who went there said that it
would be suitable.
