Surr S. V. RAMASWAMY: Sir,
there was a question in the other
House in December, 1960. I think
action was taken subsequently. It
‘must have been done a month or so
ago.

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Surt S. V. RAMASWAMY: For all
people, Sir.

Surr DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN:
Then why not have Hindi numerals?
Ordinary people understand Hindi
numerals better than English nume-
rals.

SHrr S, V. RAMASWAMY: He
should not forget, Sir, that there are
foreigners also who want to have a
look at these clocks.

Surt ABDUL RAHIM: Does the
changing of numerals in the clock at
the platform come under the ameni-
ties proposed for passengers?

How many foreigners come there as
compared to Indians?
