Member ought to make bet-
ter propaganda and not discourage the
sale of Bonds by raising objections
like this that the prizes offered are
not sufficient,

SurivMATI YASHODA REDDY: It is
not my propaganda, This is what I
read in the papers and I have just
placed it before you.

Mgr. CHAIRMAN: He wants you to
make propaganda.

Diwan CHAMAN LALL: May 1
ask the hon. Minister as to whether he
hag got the records of the sale of
similar Prize Bonds in Great Britain
and whether the figures show what he
says a gradual decline or a gradual
increase?

SHrr MORARJI R. DESAI: I am
saying exactly from the experience of
Great Britain. My hon, friend does not
know but the sales went down consi-
derably in the next year and that is
the experience throughout the world.

SHRI JASWANT SINGH: I want to
know the percentage of unsold Bonds
to the sold ones,

'SHRT MORARJI R. DESAI: The per-
centage differg in each series. It is not
the same percentage in all the series.
In one series the percntage may be 10
per cent.—I am talking of sold Bonds—
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and in another it may be 80 per cent.
Therefore, it is not uniform in each
series. It all depends upon how they
are sold.
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Drwan CHAMAN LALL: May I ask
whether the hon, Minister’s figures are
correct in regard to Great Britain? Is
a similar system adopted there of ad-
ding unsold bonds to the sold bonds
for the purpose of lottery?

Surr MORARJI R. DESAI: In Eng-
land they have adopted an electronic
system for drawing the prizes. It is a
different system and the unsold Bonds
are not included but when the unsold
Bonds are not included the interest
on the unsold Bondg is also not given
in prize. There is this difference bet-
ween the two, Only those numbers
are taken which are sold and the elec-
tronic system allows that to be done.
We do not have that system here.
That is why this difficulty has arisen.
In spite of all this, the sale of Bonds
has gone down in England too.
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Surr H. V. TRIPATHI: May I know
the proportion of prizes received by
sold Bonds to unsold Bonds?

SuriMaTl TARKESHWARI SINHA:
The value of the Bonds sold up to 301th
June was Rs. 4:65 crores, 332 per
cent,, of the Rs. 100 denomination and,
in the Rs. 5 denomination the wvalue
of Bonds sold wag Rs 4'26 crores,
53-2 per cent. The number of prizes
won by Bonds sold up to 30th June
was 182, 32'5 per cent., of the Rs. 100
denomination and 2,356 in the case of
Rs. 5 denomination—53 per cent.
