No sample of any commodity graded and
sealed under Agmark in Delhi has been
found below the required" standard.
There is, however, only one case under
dispute in which a sample of mustard oil
drawn by the Corporation's Health
authorities in Delhi from an open tin,
which once bore an Agmark label, has
been alleged as adulterated under the
P.F.A. Rules. The matter is at present
sub judice.
