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Surt BHUPESH GUPTA: May 1 know
whether in view of the newspaper reports and
otherwise the Government thought it fit to
enquire from the countries concerned,
specially Britain with whom we have got
sound relations, whether the report was
correct, and if so, in what manner they were
discussing the question?,

Surl JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: No, Sir.
We did not think it proper ' to enquire into
what happened at confidential meetings of the
SEATO powers.
