(b) what is the latest trend in our exports 
to that country? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER OF COM-
MERCE AND INDUSTRY (SHRI .SATISH 
CHANDRA): (a) and (b). The letters relating to 
new trade and payment arrangements were 
exchanged in August 1959. The trade 
statistics from September 1959 onwards are 
not yet available and it is too early to assess 
the latest trend in our exports to Egypt. 

SHRI BABUBHAI CHINAI; May I know 
what are the commodities exported to the 
U.A.R. and what are the commodities 
imported to this country under these 
arrangements? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA; Sir, the main 
import is cotton and the exports are jute 
goods, tea, pepper, tobacco and certain non-
traditional items like electric fans, diesel 
engines, centrifugal pumps, pharmaceutical 
products,  etc. 

SHRI BABUBHAI CHINAI: May I know, 
Sir, whether we are facing any competition in 
the UAR from other countries? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: Sir, there is no 
peculiar difficulty in the UAR. We are facing 
competition in respect of certain commodities 
in every country from certain sources and 
steps are being taken to overcome these 
difficulties.
