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SHRI SHAH NAWAZ KHAN; Sir, aine 
persons have been arrested and further 
investigations are going on. 

SHRIMATI YASHODA REDDY: Sir, the 
hon. Minister was pleased to state that early in 
the morning a persoji was charged some fins 
for pulling the alarm chain. Could not have 
the Railway authorities been a little more 
imaginative and used the Railway Protection 
Force which sometimes is sent with the goods 
train for the protection of goods? Why could 
they not send the Railway Protection Force 
with the passenger train to prevent such  
things from happening there? 

SHRI SHAH-NAWAZ KHAN: Sir, we were 
not quite so unimaginative. This party was 
accompanied by 16 men of the G.R.P, and 5 
men of the R.P.F.

worthy persons, that is to say, for people who 
have no security to offer but who have 
productive schemes only, or is it only to

concerned has any security to offer or not? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: Sir, it is not only for 
credit-worthy persons, but it is also for credit-
worthy purposes. 

SHRI PURNA CHANDRA SHARMA: I 
request the hon. Minister to kindly read out 
his answer to part (b) of the question. 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: Sir, it is a big 
statement. Of couse, I can read out certain 
salient features.. 

"(b)   The salient features of  ihe scheme 
as originally framed were: 

(1) Cooperative societies in the villages 
selected for the pilot project should 
advance adequate loans to their members 
for their plans of production which will 
have to be worked out by the society 
with the assistance of the co-operative 
and community development staff. 

(2) The credit requirements of the 
members would be carefully worked out 
and so also their requirements of 
fertilizers and seeds and efforts made to 
provide these on a priority basis." 

MR. CHAIRMAN: That will do. There are 
nine points in all. 

 

 

SHRI P. S. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU: May I 
know, Sir, what the response of the apex co-
operative banks of ihe various States is in the 
matter of issue of loans for credit-worthy 
purposes— whether they impose any 
conditions for the issue of such loans? 

SHRI B. S. MURTHY: Sir, this is a new 
pilot scheme which is now being ushered in. It 
is yet too early to say anything with regard to 
the response of the apex banks. 

SHRI P. S. RAJAGOPAL NAIDU: May I 
know, Sir, whether any opinions had been 
received from the various apex co-operative 
banks in the different States, and if so, what 
were those opinions? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: Sir, after the 
announcement of this pilot sche.ne, some of 
our officers along with some officers of the 
Planning Commissio* and the Reserve Bank 
of India visited about four States, namely, 
Madras, Andhra, Mysore and Bombay. Some 
apex bank organisations wanted certain 
guarantees regarding these loans to be given 
for credit-worthy purposes. This matter and 
also certain other matters are going to be 
examined hy a committee which is going to be 
set up very shortly. 

SHRI N. M. LINGAM: Since this credit    
that   is proposed to be giy*» 
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wnder the pilot scheme is linked with co-
operative marketing, have Government 
ensured that there is a co-operative 
organisation in every village to market the 
produce under the scheme? K not, how are 
they going to work •ut the scheme? 

SHRI S. K. DEY: Sir, if I -nay explain, this 
pilot project is intended to see if it is possible 
to get the central banks as also the richer 
people in the villages to think in terms of the 
requirements of the poorer sections of the 
community, whom they have not thought of 
till now. We have found Scorn our experience 
that the richer members of the co-operative 
societies have a special knack of keeping the 
IK>orer sections away from economic 
benefits. The pilot project is intended to be 
started only to see if it is possible to take care 
of the requirements of the entire community. 

SHRI N. M. LINGAM: Sir, my ques- v tion 
has not been answered. 

SHRI S. K. DEY: To this particular question 
whether there are marketing societies in every 
village, our answer is that this pilot project 
could be taken un only in such villages where 
there will be marketing societies available 
within, easy proximity.
