(a) Research on hybrid maize is
being conducted at LAR.I and by the
Departments of Agriculture in almost
all the States in the country, which
are interested in the .development of
maize production. In Bombay and
Punjab, two flint type Indian hybrids
capable of yielding about 18—20%:¢
more than the farmers’ varieties have
been evolved and are being distribut.
ed to growers on a restricted scale.
The research done at the LAR.L
showed that a number of American
hybrids of the dent type ware capable
of giving larger yields than the far-
mers’ varieties and also as compared

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to the hybrids evolved in Punjab and
Bombay At LARJI. an American
hybrid N.C. 27 gave a yield of about
72 maunds of grain per acre as com-
pared to about 45 maunds given by
the local variety—Kanpur type 41.
Similarly, experiments conducted in
Jammu and Kashmir State have shown
that the hybrid U.S. 13 is very suit.
able for hilly areas. Seeds of this
variety have been produced and re-
leased to the cultivators.

(b) Approximately 2180 maunds of
hybrid maize seed was produced dur-
ing 1957-58 and nearly 6090 maunds
during 1958-59.

(¢) Training in the technique of
hybrid maize production inter alia is
being given on a sinail scale at the
LARI, New Delhi, to persons who
are employed on maize breeding in
the different States. As hybrid seed
production is a specialised operation
requiring special technical know-how
and careful supervision, it is difficult
for the average farmer to produce
hybrid seeds. No arrangemert has,
therefore, been made to train private
farmers in this regard.]
