THE MINISTER oF INFORMATION AND
BROADCASTING (Dr. B. V. KESKAR) : (a)
The number of anecdotes compiled is 506 and
the total number of broadcasts in various re-
gional languages was 3,217.

(b) The compilation and broadcast of these
anecdotes form part of the normal activities of
the All India Radio Stations concerned and it
is not therefore possible to calculate the cost
separately.
