SHRI H. V. TRIPATHI; May I know 

the capital expenditure on this farm as 
well as the recurring expenditure for the 
last two years? 
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SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: Sir, this is a 

farm which has been started with the 
machinery given by the Russian Government 
and they have given the machinery worth 
about Rs. 75 lakhs and we have spent in this 
in 2 J years nearly Rs. 38 lakhs, both of 
revenue and capital expenditure. 

 
SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: There is only 

one Russian expert there to train our people in 
handling this machinery because the Russian 
machinery is new to this country. Otherwise, 
if it had been English or American machinery, 
it would not have required even that. Our men 
themselves would have run this machine 
because it is not a new type of machinery. 
There is only one Russian expert to guide us. 

SHRIMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM: May 
I know if some very useful experiments about 
dry farming are being made here? 

SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: At present, 
most of it is dry farming. We will get 
irrigation only after three or four years when 
the Bhakra-Nangal Dam will be ready. 

SHRI JASWANT SINGH: It was difficult 
for me to follow the high-flown Hindi of the 
Hon. Member. From what I could follow, I 
would like to know from the hon. Minister 
what he meant by saying that Rajasthan 
farmer does not produce much. Next door to it 
is the Ganga-nagar area which can compare 
most favourably with any part of the country. 
On what basis did he say that the Rajasthani  
... 

SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: When I said, 
that it was more comparable to, or the per 
acre yield was better than, the neighbouripg 
area, I did not 

mean the Ganganagar area where there is an 
assured and perennial water supply. Here, in 
Suratgarh, if you take the per acre yield of a 
farmer, it is better than the yield there. That is 
what I meant. 

SHRI A. P. JAIN: Out of 30,000 acres 
which have been taken over by this farm, as 
many as 20,000 or 23,000 acres were lying 
uncultivated and there are large patches of 
land here which farmers do not consider 
worthwhile to cultivate and therefore these 
results are more favourable as compared to 
what was made round about this area.
