SHRI V. PRASAD RAO: On previous 

occasions it has been pointed out that 
wells and other things shown in the 
statistics do not have any physical 
existence. Now, the question is whether 
proper arrangements have now been 
made to collect correct statistics, correct 
data. Now, Sir, what are the 
arrangements made to see that such non-
existent wells are not put in the statistics? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: There are all 
possible arrangements, one of them being 
that we collect the data from the Village 
Level Workers, Block Development 
Officers and States. When they are 
collected from these sources, we issue 
quarterly report from our Ministry. 

SHRI V. PRASAD RAO: Is there any 
popular check-up over the statistics that 
are provided? 

MR. CHAIRMAN: He is asking the 
usual question about non-existent wells, 
etc. How can you check all that' 

(No reply.) 
SHRI N. M. LINGAM: The figures of 

people's contribution, as shown in the 
statistics, vary from State to State. We do 
not know the methods adopted by each 
State to assess the quantum of 
contribution. So, to bring about  
uniformity,     may  I     enquire 

whether the Government have laid down 
any norms for adoption by all States?    If 
so, what are they? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: We have brought 
out a Block Level Report ire which we 
have given definitions of each form of 
statistics that is to be collected. Each 
definition is given therein. We have 
defined also the agencies from which we 
have to collect these statistics. We have 
indicated these to the States, to the 
Blocks and to the Village Level Workers. 
Certain standard forms have also been 
brought out. 

DR. R. P. DUBE: May I know, Sir, 
what arrangements have the Government 
made to check up at least this information 
that has been collected because he said it 
is the Village Level Worker, Patel or 
Patwari who are doing this job? Is there 
any institution which checks that the 
statistics collected by these people are 
correct? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: There is internal 
evaluation by the Ministry itself Then 
there is a programme of evaluation of the 
statistics under the Ministry of Planning. 
They also evaluate a little. 

SHRI AMOLAKH CHAND: May I 
know, Sir, what are the educational 
qualifications of the Village Level 
Workers who collect all these statistics? 
Do they know anything about. statistics? 

SHRI S. D. MISRA: Generally, they are 
Matriculates. They are not expected to 
know about statistics usually, but they are 
trained about it.
