We are thinking of having a centre
either at Nagpur in close collaboration with
the college there or in Thirumani, Chingleput,
where we have got a big leprosy hospital.

I know if all the leprosy work is being done
by the missionaries only?
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SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: That is not
absolutely correct.
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Dr. R P. DUBE: Is it a fact that for this
work they have not got quali-fie/d people?

SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: Sir. partly that
might be the reason, but largely, I understand,
it is due to the unwillingness of the doctors to
take to leprosy work. That is unfortunately the
case.
