Preparation of Hindi Encyclopaedia by
Nagari Pracharini Sabha, Varanasi

Since the 24th August, 1956, when the
work of the preparation of Hindi
Encyclopaedia in 10  volumes  of
approximately 500 pages each, was entrusted
to the Nagari Pracharini Sabha, Varanasi, an
amount of Rs 85,000 against the total estimat-
ed expenditure of Rs. 6-5 lakhs has been paid
to the Sabha. The Sabha has appointed two
Associate Editors and some clerical staff for
the purpose. It has incurred an expenditure of
Rs. 52,074,10 on the puchase of reference
books and office equipment and the payment
of salaries of staff etc., till the 31st December,
1957.

2. The preliminary work of preparing Word-
Index of topical terms and important words on
cards was started in February, 1957 and about
70,000 words, which cover various aspects of
knowledge in the field of science, Arts and
Humanities have been collected for rendering
into Hindi and distribution among scholars for
the preparation of material for the \ volumes of
the Encyclopaedia.

' 3. A draft specimen of the Encyclopaedia
containing several articles on topics like
Atomic Energy, Vyasa, etc. has been prepared
by the Sabha in order to invite opinion of the
Advisory Board on the plan of the Ency-
clopaedias presentation.

4. A tentative list of Contributory Editors
who will be incharge of the various topics, has
been prepared by the Sabha.]
