Second supplementary question, regarding 
visit of World Bank representatives for 
assessing the requirements of the Railways, 
put by Shri M. Valiulla apropos Starred 
Question No. 120 answered in the Rajya 
Sabha on the 25th November, 1957, I had 
stated as follows: 

"Under the Second Five Year Plan, we 
have programmed for an expenditure of Rs. 
1125 crores for the Indian Railways and the 
foreign exchange content of this sum is 
substantially high. This loan of ninety 
million dollars covers only a portion of the 
requirements. For the provision of further 
assistance by the World Bank, a team has 
now come and is going into some aspects of 
the Railways' needs." 

The correct position is that while a World 
Bank Team (The Slater Mission) was in India 
early in 1957 to ascertain the needs of Indian 
Railways, no team was in India at the time the 
question was being answered. The words, "For 
the provision of further assistance by the 
World Bank, a team has now come and is 
going into some aspects of the Railways' 
needs" may therefore be omitted from the 
reply to the supplementary  question.
