was no population before, All these
things have got to be done before the
fullest utilisation of water is availed
of. In so far as the Damodar Valley
project is concerned, the figure of
10- 44 lakh acres, the last figure is
when everything is done—the canals
and also the delta area, pick up gears
and so on and so forth, which have
not been done. Therefore, whatever
was the availability, namely, 1,43,000
acres is being utilised. The other
difficulties regarding money, water
rates, etc., are common in all these.
But this is a big thing which is
constantly under review and exami-
nation both by the Planning Com-
mission and the Ministries concerned.
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SHrr V. PRASAD RAO: It is
obvious from the statement that very
little of the water from Tungabhadra
is being utilised, May I know what
further steps are being taken so that
more loans could be granted to the
peasants there that are coming under
the Ayacut; and more mechanical
equipment are transported to that
place, so that levelling of the lands
coming under the Ayacut could take
place in the Tungabhadra area?

SHRr S. K. PATIL: As I said, the
question is under our examination
and we have promised loans and we
have given loans also actually to both
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the Governments concerned, so that it
could be utilised for the purposes of
giving small loans to these farmers.
