There is a very small number
of cases in which officers, who had
not been declared fit for equivalent
grades of the C.8.8, had, in the
exigencies of public service or because
of peculiar circumstances, continued to
hold posts in those Grades even after
the U.P.S.C. grading. Period of such
service has not been included in the
computation of total service.
