KANUNGO) : (a) The total stocks of cloth with 
the textile industry at the end of October, 
1957 was 6p 06 lakhs of bales made up of 3-91 
lakhs of bales unsold stock and 2-15 lakhs of 
bales of cloth sold but not yet taken delivery 
of by the trada 

(b) Yes, Sir. The total stocks of cloth in the 
corresponding period of 1956 was 4-80 lakhs 
of bales made up ef 2'57 lakhs of bales as 
unsold and 2-23 lakhs of bales as sold bat not 
yet delivered.
