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related to medium of education and not to
facilities for teaching Oriya.

SHrRI MAHESWAR NAIK: Is It not a fact
that the medium of instruction in the Higher
Secondary Schools in the State is Oriya?

SARDAR SWARAN SINGH: It may be in
the State. But this is a Steel plant where
people from all parts of the country are there
and we have to look to their needs rather than
take into consideration this theoretical
question of its location in a particular State.
We cannot compel the students to read in a
language which may he the language of the
State, if the parents do not like that.

SHrRI B. K. P. SINHA: May I know to
which University is this school affiliated?

SARDAR SWARAN SINGH: I do not think
that schools are affiliated to any Universities.
