STATEMENT
Progress of Calcutta Milk Supply Scheme

1. Four units of the Milk Colony at
Haringhata, which can house 5,088 milch
animals, their followers and their owners,
have been completed and are ready for
occupation. Another three units to house
3,816 milch animals, their followers and their
owners are under advanced state of construc-
tion.

2. Milch animals have been removed to
fill one of the units from Calcutta. It is hoped
to fill two more units by September. Such
removal is
voluntary.

3. The 3000-acre fodder farm at Kalyani is
being developed to supply the fodder
requirements of milch animals kept at the
Milk Colony.

4. Pending construction of a new Dairy in
Calcutta, the existing dairy at Haringhata is
being expanded. The work of expansion, it is
hoped will be completed by September.

5. Land required for the new dairy in
Calcutta has been acquired and it is being
fenced up. Plans for the building have been
prepared. The list of equipment which
America is to supply has been worked out and
the 1.S.M., Washington, has been requested to
organise its procurement by inviting global
tenders. Consultations are going on with
Australia/Canada regarding the equipment
each can supply.

6. Nearly 560 maunds of milk is being
handled under the scheme at present. This is
expected to gradually increase to 2,000
maunds during the next year or so as a result
of removal of milch animals from the city to
the Cattle Colony. Milk is supplied to

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hospitals and public from a chain of nearly
120 Government milk depots, which have
been set up in different parts of the city.]
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RIM. V. KRISHNAPPA: It is also included in

tbe Second Plan. The whole scheme costs Rs.
6 crores.
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RIM. V. KRISHNAPPA: They get all the
facilities. They get living quarters. Not only
the cattle, their followers and the cowherds get
living accommodation; and there is an area of
3,000 acres where they grow fodder for
grazing.
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RIM. V. KRISHNAPPA: It comes to nearly

SHRI MAHABIR PRASAD: May I know,
Sir, if the Government intends to open more
milk supply depots?

SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: Does he mean
in this scheme in Calcutta?

SHRI MAHABIR PRASAD: No. My
question is whether you intend to open more
milk supply depots and at what places?

SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: We have a
definite programme under the Second Five
Year Plan. Almost all the big cities in India
are going to get this dairy scheme facility.

Suri KISHEN CHAND: May I know from
the hon. Minister whether this dairy will be
run on the lines of the Aarey Milk colony in
Bombay or on different lines?

SHRI M. V. KRISHNAPPA: It is almost on
the lines of the Aarey Milk colony, except
that in Aarey they get most of their milk from
Anand, nearly 300 miles from Bombay; but
here most of the milk is produced there and
collected from nearabout villages.
