Important suggestions made are given 
below: — 

1. The Centres were advised to use 
better quality of cotton to obtain the 
•equired strength of the cloth and thus 
improve the quality of Khadi™ 

2. They should engage technical 
personnel in order to have a check on the 
quality of Khadi during manufacture, so 
as to obtain uniformity.

3. Formerly the Centres used to dy« 
Khadi after bleaching. They were advised 
to dye the same after scouring and not 
after bleaching, in order to get uniform 
shade. 

4. They were advised to pre-inspeet the 
Khadi before dyeing and to ensure that 
no sub-standard material was dyed. This 
suggestion was given to avoid 
unnecessary wastage of colour. 

5. Formerly the Khadi Centres had 
no pick Glasses and measuring tapes 
etc. They were asked to procure these 
instruments and check up the stores 
before offering the same for inspec 
tion. 

6„ They were advised to instal boilers 
to facilitate dyeing and washing 
processes. 

7. They were advised to improve the 
bleaching process. They were further 
advised to pay particular attention to 
the quality of cotton distributed to 
spinners for making yarn. 

8. They were advised to educate 
their weavers as regards proper 
weaving of cloth which should be 
periodically checked to improve the 
appearance and general standard. 
They were also advised to improve 
scouring of Khadi before dyeing.]
