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SHRI D. A. MIRZA: Are the seats
allotted as per the proportion of the
population?

SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: Sir, there
was a provision of Rs. 6-5 crores during
the second Five Year Plan firstly for
starting new colleges and secondly for
increasing the strength of the old
colleges. It was considered uneconomic,
for instance, to have a college with fifty
students. So, we invited proposals from
the various States in respect of increasing
the strength up till I00. We considered
various proposals and we still continue to
consider them as they come and we
approved of such proposals as they came
in.

NAND: How much money has been
allotted for the new College for the Delhi
State and how many students have been
admitted to that college?

SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: As my
hon. friend already knows, the new
College in Delhi is under troubles.

NAND: The hon. Minister mentioned
about troubles. May I know from the

The hon. Minister mentioned about the
troubles of the new college. I would like to
know whether the college is in trouble
because of the actions of the Ministry or
because of the representations of the women?

SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: My hon. friend
thought that I was casting a reflection. I never
meant anything of that kind. I only said
difficulties, to put it beyond any doubt,—I
will not mention the word troubles—were due
to the fact that there were many
representations to the effect that this should
not be a composite college and that the Lady
Hardinge College should be left alone as now
for girls only. The question is now under
consideration of Government. I did not mean
any reflection of any kind when I used the
word troubles.
