Min-
ister has 1laid on the Table of the
House but I would like to know whe-
ther a medical college has been
allotted to Rajasthan and, if so, where
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is it to be situated? Has any decision
been arrived at in that connection?
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Sart D. P. KARMARKAR: As 1
have already mentioned, Rajasthan is
not one of the States included. There
has been a representation made about
Bikaner and the matter is under
consideration.

outside students do not seem to be
taking as much advantage of them as
they might.
