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SHRI M. VALIULLA: May I know whether
we are producing radio sets that will serve the
purpose of other Ministries here like the Rail-
ways and others?

SHRI K. RAGHURAMAIAH: That is the
objective, Sir.

SurRl M. VALIULLA: How long will they
take to become self-sufficient with regard to
the supply of radio sets required for Railways
and other Ministries?

SHRI K. RAGHURAMAIAH: I have not got
the actual date when we will be able to
achieve the target in production. Since the
question is confined to crystals, if a separate
question is given notice of, I shall be glad to
supply the information.
