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(ii) Material and equipment worth Rs. 3-62 

lakhs received under Indo-American 
Technical Assistance Programme has also 
been given to the Maritime State Governments 
in 1956-57. 

(iii) Fishery equipment worth Rs. 6:00 
lakhs has been allotted to the Kerala State 
under Indo-Norwegian Assistance Programme 
for 1956-57. 

(b) (i) The Government of India continued 
to provide facilities to fishermen for supply of 
ice and provision of space for storage of 
chilled and frozen fish in their Deep Sea 
Fishing Station, Bombay. 

(ii) Under Indo-American Technical 
Assistance Programme, 13 ice and cold 
storage plants with total capacity of 82 tons of 
ice and 300 tons of storage, at a cost of Rs. 
18-37 lakhs were also allotted to the Maritime 
States. Six Refrigeration Cabinets (3 tons 
capacity each) have also been allotted to the 
States in 1956-57 under T.C.M. Programme. 

Under the same Programme, 11 insulated 
vans for transport of fish at a cost of Rs. 1:96 
lakhs have been allotted to the Maritime 
States..
