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station itself at the close of the poll. It is
hoped that this will expedite the declaration of
the result of an election.

The instructions for recording a vote will be
printed on the ballot paper itself. The
Presiding Officers also will explain these
instructions to the voters whenever necessary.

The Election Commission is contemplating
the adoption of this new system for every
future bye-election as far as possible and is
consulting all Chief Electoral Officers
regarding the steps to be taken in order to
achieve this objective.
