which are offensive, those which are
historical and those which are artistic,
and make a statement to this Housé
at a later stage?

Smrt JAWAHARLAI, NEHRU: I
may mention to this House that these

are not all statues. There are
numerous paintings, some of high
artistic value. Sometimes we have

exchanged them for valuable articles
of Indian art. So, we proceed in this
way to benefit ourselves as far as
possible and not to be burdened by
them.
