1. Professor Schroeter came to India
in December, 1956 under T.C.M. Pro-
ject of School building and expected
to stay here for a period of two
years to assist us in constructing
school buildings economically with
due regard to functional efficiency and
a certain amount of artistic taste.
He is at present engaged in collect-
ing data on school buildings from
various state governments; he has
seen many school buildings and has
held several discussions with the offi-
eials concerned with buildings in some
of our states; in several cases he has
been asked to repeat his visits by the
State Governments.
