May I know the amount of money grant-
ed for one centre by the United ilations
Organisations and the amount of money
given by the States?

SHrRIMATI M. CHANDRASEKHAR:
I have not pot the detailed information.
The UNICEF provides special import-
ed equipment and supplies for the cen-
tres and I have not got the information
about the States.

SHrRiMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM:
On what basis is this allotment of cen-
tres made to the various States and how
is it that while the most backward
States like Andamans and Manipur,
where there are no other organisations
workmg in this connection, have been
given only one centre, the other very
prosperous  States like Bengal have
been given 349 centres?
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SuriMATI M. CHANDRASEKHAR:
Most of the States get according to the
needs of the States.

Surni M. VALIULLA: Population ?

SHrRiIMATI M. CHANDRASEKHAR:
Not population but because they ask for
the necessary assistance, and that is
given. It is not decided by us.

SHRIMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM:
May I know the number of WHO
experts working in this connection in
India ?

RaJKUMART  AMRIT KAUR: I
have not got figures for the number of
experts that are here. Wherever possible
we provide Indian experts also. I could
fad awt for the hon. Member a5 o how
many WHO experts happen to be here
at the moment.

SHRIMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM:
Who is paying for their expenses and
other emoluments ?

SHrmMATt M. CHANDRASEKHAR:
As usual the WHO experts are paid by
WHO and only the travelling expenses
inside India and boarding charges are
paid by the Government of India.

SHRIMATI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM:
What is the umount spent on them by
our Government ?

RaskuMart AMRIT KAUR: This
is an agreement between WHO,
UNICEF and the State concerned. The
pattern of assistance is that while the
WHQ provides regional and local ex-
perts advice and services of interna-
tional personnel, the UNICEF provides
imported supplies and equipment and
drugs and diet supplements. The bulk
of the financial burden and the greater
part of the planning and execution of
every project is met by the State Gov-
ernments and the work is carried out by
Indian medical personnel.
