RAJKUMMU A M R IT KAU R. Sir there is 
no substance in this allegation. 

SHRI B. P. BASAPPA SHETTY: It is my 
experience in Malnad area in South India. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: D.D.T. has become 
ineffective or the flies have become immune.  
Are  you  guaranteeing both? 

RAJKUMARI A M R I T  KAUR: There is 
no question of D.D.T. being ineffective against 
flies. D.D.T. is only used for mosquitoes. 

DR. D. H. VARIAVA: May I know, Sir, if 
there is a decrease in the use of quinine and 
other anti-malarial drugs after the use of 
D.D.T. and after the claim of malaria being 
decreased in all parts of India ? 

RAJKUMARI A M R I T  KAUR: So far as 
I can say the use of anti-malarial drugs has 
come down.

particular. The service exists only on routes 
(i) New Delhi—Simla (ii) New Delhi—Agra 
and (ii) Dehra Dun—Mussoorie.

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SHRI JASWANT SINGH: Are any extra 
charges made for this "No Delay" Trunk 
Service ? 

SHRI JAGJ1VAN RAM: Yes, it is treated 
as an urgent call. 

Shri B. P. AGARWAL: May I know why 
there is long delay now-a-days in getting 
trunk telephone connections between Delhi 
and Calcutta ? 

SHRI JAGJIVAN RAM: There is no "No 
Delay" Trunk Call Service between Calcutta 
and Delhi. 

SHRI B. P. AGARWAL: It is not a question 
of "No Delay" Trunk Call. It is a question of 
delays in getting trunk calls. 

SHRI JAGJIVAN RAM: Yes, there is delay 
at times. Firstly the channels between 
Calcutta and Delhi are limited and secondly 
there is theft of copper wire in this sector to 
an alarming extent. 

PUBLICATION OF MAGAZINES BY ZONAL 
RAILWAYS 

*167. SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARA-
YAN: Will the Minister for RAILWAYS be 
pleased to state: 

(a) whether any magazines are published 
by different Zonal Railways; 

(b) if so, the names of such magazines 
and the number of their subscribers and the 
annual subscription of each; and 

(c) the number of copies which are freely 
distributed? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER FOR 
RAILWAYS AND TRANSPORT (SHRI O. V. 
ALAGESAN) : (a). Yes, except South Eastern 
Railway (which is considering the question of 
starting a separate magazine). 

(b) and (c). A statement is laid on the 
Table of the House. [See Appendix XIV,  
Annexure  No.   22.] 

SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN: The 
statement says: "These magazines are run on 
commercial lines. Government revenues are 
not involved, and figures relating to their paid 
and free circulation are regarded as confiden-
tial." May I know, Sir, the reasons for 
keeping all this information confidential? Is it 
a matter of defence? 

SHRI O. V. ALAGESAN: Certainly it is not 
a matter of defence, but the newspaper world 
do not generally give this information as to 
the number of copies, etc. Regarding finances 
it has been stated that the expenditure is not 
met out of the Government revenues. They 
are met out of the subscription revenue and 
the advertisement revenue. 

SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN: May 
I know, Sir, if any of these magazines is 
working at a loss ? 

SHRI O. V. ALAGESAN: No, Sir, no 
magazine is working at a loss. 

SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN: May 
I know, Sir, how many commercial concerns 
are helping to make up these losses directly 
or indirectly ? 

SHRI O. V. ALAGESAN: I do not know 
what the hon. Member means by "commercial 
concerns" helping to offset the loss. Naturally 
the commercial organisations advertise in 
these magazines and they pay for it. 

SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN: Who 
are responsible for the conduct of these 
magazines if not the authorities ? 

SHRI O. V. ALAGESAN: On three 
railways these magazines are published by 
outside firms. They pay a sort of editor's fee. 
Not only do we not lose but we gain 
something in the bargain. On other railways 
Public Relations Officers do the editing and 
publishing, but they maintain staff separately 
who are paid out of the revenues derived 
from those magazines.
