SHRI J. S. L. HATHI: When that re-
presentation was received, we sent it to the 
Central Water and Power Commission for 
examination, but as they had no technical data 
for this area, that has been sent to the Control 
Board, which will collect the data and 
relevant information and forward it to the 
Central Government. They will be doing it 
perhaps by the end of this month.

75,000 Ambar Charkhas sets in 1956-57 and 
the incidental recommendations pertaining to 
organisation and necessary sanction has been 
issued. The other recommendations of the 
Committee have also been broadly accepted, 
though a few specific items are under further 
examination. They have been distinguished by 
an asterisk against them in the statement laid 
on the Table of the Sabha.

Recommendation No. 3 says, "Any Ambar 
project, comprising both spinning and 
weaving should be so designed, organised and 
implemented that, as far as possible, existing 
handlooms are brought into the scheme to 
weave Ambar yarn, instead of new handlooms 
being set up specially for the Ambar yam." 
May I know, Sir, how is it possible, when 
everywhere mill yarn is made available to the 
present handlooms, that these handlooms will 
take up immediately to Ambar Charkha yarn?
