affected areas in West Punjab.

(ii) 1955-56:

(1) Rs. 14,400 in cash for
relief of sufferers from
fire which broke out in
the Anjam Refugee Colo-
ny, Karachi in April 1956.

(2) Rs. 1,00,000 in kind (gal-
vanised iron sheets and
“Sarees”) for relief of vic-

tims of floods in East
Pakistan, in July-August,
1955.

(3) Rs. 10,000 in kind (cloth)
for relief for sufferers in
floods in West Pakistan in
Octnher 1955
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(iii) 1956-57 (till now): 5,000 tons
of rice worth Rs. 27,30,000
exclusive of expenditure on -
transport, for relief to famine
victims in East Pakistan.
