ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS 

SURPLUS EMPLOYEES IN DEFENCE 
INSTALLATIONS 

*407. MOULANA M. FARUQI: Will the 
Minister for DEFENCE be pleased to state: 

(a) the number of (i) skilled, (ii) semi-
skilled and (iii) unskilled employees 
belonging to Ordnance factories and other 
Defence installations who have been 
declared surplus and are now out of 
employment; and 

(b) the number of such workers for 
whom alternative employment has been 
found so far? 

THE MINISTER FOR DEFENCE OR-
GANISATION (SHRI MAHAVTR TYAGI) : (a) 
266 skilled, 2,979 semi-skilled and 3,568 
unskilled workers are at present surplus to 
requirements in Defence installations. None 
of these has been retrenched so far. 

(b) Alternative employment has already 
been found between the 1st of January 1956 
and the 15th of July 1956 for 2,234 workers. 
Apart from this number some have been 
adjusted in alternative appointments at unit 
levels. The figure for these is not known and 
it will take time to collect the infroma-tion. 
The numbers mentioned in answer to part (a) 
of the question exclude the workers for 
whom alternative appointments have already 
been found. 

 

SHRI V. C. KESAVA RAO: May I know, 
Sir, whether any private industrial firms have 
asked for skilled workers? 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI: No, Sir. 
SHRI PURNA CHANDRA SHAR-MA: 

Have they become surplus all of a sudden? 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI: They are 
surplus because none of them has been 
retrenched so far. They are keeping idle till 
now. 

SHRI S. MAHANTY: May I know, Sir, 
how this surplus has arisen in view of the fact 
that the activities of the Ordnance Factories 
are expanding? 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI: I am sorry the 
activities have not expanded on the scale in 
which they used to be during the war and, 
therefore, the surplus has come about. 

SHRI M. VALIULLA: For how many years 
have they been surplus? 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI: I think they 
have been surplus—the exact number has not 
been consistent—but this huge surplus has 
been coming off from the day of the war and 
decidedly from the time of 1947 or so. 

SHRI B. K. MUKERJEE: May I know the 
number of natural wastage in the defence 
installations every year? 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI: I am afraid I 
shall have to ask for notice of the question.
