Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: I can only say that
it will not be very much inferior to the rice
that is available.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: May I know from
where this plant was purchased and whether
a bigger plant is likely to be purchased ?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: We purchased this
plant from a Swiss firm. This, as I said, is
only an experimental measure
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and after thid plant has gone into production
if we find that we will need more rice, we
shall consider whether we should go in for a
bigger plant.

SHRI DEOKINANDAN NARAYAN: How
could it be possible to distinguish this rice
from the natural one ?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: It can be dis-
tinguished.
