Sir, considering that the number of
vacancies is very large and they have
not been filled up for want of suitably
qualified persons, may I know if the
Government believes that in view of
the paucity of talent i1n the country,
in addition to economic poverty,
conditions are ripe for the starting of
such expensive technological institu-
tions at three other centres?

posts, but we are making arrange-
| ments so that this paucity may go.

Dr. RADHA KUMUD MOOKERJIL:
What exactly is this delay in recruit-
ment due to?

Dr. MONO MOHAN DAS: Sir, first
of all, for some posts there is scarcity
of properly qualified and adequately
experienced men. Secondly there are
the formalities that have to be gone
through by the U.P.3.C. and other
recruiting bodies.

Dr. RADHA KUMUD MOOKERJI:
Is it not a fact that for more than a
year all these vacant posts have not
been filled up?

Dr. MONO MOHAN DAS: Yes, Sir.
There are some posts not having been
filled up and thus lying vacant for
more than a year; and there are a
large number of vacancies where in
spite of our best attempts, suitable
candidates, suitable nersons have not
been found at all.

Sur1 H. C. DASAPPA: May I know,
Sir, how mere delay is going to reduce
this paucity of men?

Dr. MONO MOHAN DAS: Sir, we
are making arrangements so that
proper men may be available, and we
do this by two methods. One is, we
are trying to bring foreign experts
and professors to this countrv. Second-
ly, Sir, we are sending our students to
foreign countries to qualify themselves
for these posts.

SHrimaTI SAVITRY DEVI NIGAM:
May I know, Sir, if these vacancies
have been advertised in the United
Kingdom where there are a large
number of suitable persons?

Dr. MONO MOHAN DAS: As I have
said there are a number of posts
¥here in spite of the best attempts on
the part of the Government of India
and the U.P.S.C. the proper men are
not available. Sometimes we even try
personally to contact these men and
still we do not get them.
