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ASSIGNMENT OP EXPERTS BY FOOD   AND 
AGRICULTURE    ORGANISATION 

*125. MOULANA M. FARUQI. Will the 
Minister for FOOD AND AGRICUL-TURE be» 
pleased to refer to paragraph 104 on page 66 
of the Report of the Ministry of Food and 
Agriculture for 1955 and state: 

(a) what action has since been taken for 
the assignment of twenty-one more experts in 
the various agricultural subjects by the Food 
and Agriculture Organisation to the Gov-
ernment of India, in pursuance of their 
programme for 1956; and 

(b) if all these experts have already been 
assigned, how their services are being utilised 
by Government? 

THE MINISTER FOR AGRICULTURE 
(DR. P. S. DESHMUKH): (a) The F.A.O. have 
since made a provision for 50 experts, instead 
of 49 mentioned in the Annual Report, in the 
Programme of 1956. Nineteen of these were 
continuing from 1955. The number of new 
experts is, therefore, 31 and not 21. The 
F.A.O. have made effective nomination of 17 
new experts, of which 12 have been accepted, 
2 are under consideration and 3 have not been 
accepted. Four of the accepted experts have 
arrived in India. 

(b) A statement in respect of 4 experts, 
who have already joined, is placed on the 
Table of the Sabha. [See Appendix XIII, 
Annexure No. 20.]
