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in order to satisfy themselves that
their own costs of production are
comparable with the cost of produc-
tion in similar plants managed by
private enterprise either in this
country or elsewhere?

Surt K. C. REDDY: The hon.
Member 1is putting a very general
question, All I can answer is that
the managements responsible for
these various concerns are constant-
ly studying the cost of production in
their own concerns and comparing
them with costs in similar concerns
here and elsewhere.

Pror. G. RANGA: But do the Gov-

ernment of India, in their own
Ministry of Production, have the
necessary directorate or machinery
or officers whose special task it is
to see to it that these things are
constantly kept in view by the
managers or general managers

and, also, that comparable efficiency
is being maintained and the cost of
production is being kept down?

Sawrt K. C. REDDY: Yes, Sir.
The answer is in the affirmative.

Surt H. C. DASAPPA: May I
know, Sir, whether Government
think it desirable to have, on the

various directorates of these con-
cerns, people who have some good
knowledge of cost accounting?

SHrr K. C. REDDY: On all these
Boards of Diractors of the wvarious
Companies, there is a representa-
tive of the Ministry of Finance.
The question of having a separate
representative  of the audit profes-
sion or of those who are proficient
in cost accounting as a director on
the board, is a matter for examina-
tion. I cannot say definitely now as
to whether that can be done.
