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Pror. G. RANGA: When do the Gov-
ernment consider that their investiga-
tion or trials have been successful—
whether they fix any minimum
quantity of water to be drawn within
any specified time-limit in order to be
able to say to themselves that it is
successful?

Dr. P. S, DESHMUKH: We have
definite criteria to judge the success of
the well. We have extensive experi-
ence in this and I think the minimum
quantity of water at the required
level should be at least 20,000 to 25,000
gallons.

Pror. G. RANGA: What is the
economics of it? Do they propose to
maintain them at their own cost or at
the cost of the State Governments or
do they propose to hand them over to
Co-operative Societies in the neigh-
bourhood so that the peasants all round
can make use of them?

Dr. P, S. DESHMUKH: I would like
to have notice of this. I have not got
the information.

Dr. W. S. BARLINGAY: Is it a fact
that there are only certain particular
regions in Madhya Pradesh where
tube-wells can be successfully dug?

Dr. P. S. DESHMUKH: Yes, we
have definite locations wviz., Narbada
valley and Purna valley where alone
there are possibilities of getting water.
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Surr T. V. KAMALASWAMY: What
is the approximate cost of each tube-
well?

Dr. P. S. DESHMUKH: The cost is
likely to be about Rs. 75,000.

FaLL 1N Rannway EARNINGS DUE TO
CoONCESSION TO PILGRIMS

*307. MouLaAna M. FARUQI: Will
the Minister for RamLwayvs be pleased
to state the extent of deficit suffered
by Government in 1954-55 on account
of the concessions granted to pilgrims
on the Pilgrim Special Trains for 1500
miles or over?

Tue DEPUTY MINISTER ror RAIL-
WAYS anp TRANSPORT (Surr O. V.
ArAGESAN): Concessions in connection
with pilgrim special trains are allowed
with a view to stimulating rail travel
and it would not be correct to assume
that Government have suffered any
deficit on account of these concessions.
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Sarrt M. GOVINDA REDDY: Do the
Government not consider that these
concessions are an inducement for
people who otherwise would not have
travelled and therefore would result
in increase in revenue?
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SHrr O. V. ALAGESAN: That is the
rationale behind this concession.

Pror. G. RANGA: Are Government
taking any special steps to provide
facilities for these people for reception
at various pilgrim centres and also
assure them of minimum sanitary and
other facilities?

Sarr O. V. ALAGESAN: Yes, that
does not fall directly within the Rail-
way sphere but both the State Govern-
ments and the Tourist Department at
the Centre are trying to make these
places comfortable for stay ete. for
these large numbers of tourists.
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Surr O. V. ALAGESAN: Three-
fourth.

Surr B. K. MUKERJEE: May I know
if the Government spend any amount
for propaganda for inviting the people
to use these special trains?

Surr O. V. ALAGESAN: Yes, it is
advertised.

Sarr B. K. MUKERJEE: What was
the amount spent on advertisements?

SHrr O, V. ALAGESAN: Let him put
a separate question.

SHr1 B. K. MUKERJEE: In case

you allow the ordinary passengers
this concession, this question of
advertisement cost will be unneces-
sary.

Surr LAL BAHADUR: Advertise-
ment is not at all necessary. In fact
we don’t want to encourage it for the
time being because we are short of
coaches.

The design of the monitor-
ing station building has been
finalised and its construction will be
undertaken by the Central Public
Works Department and the installation
is expected to be completed by the
end of the year 1956, Action to acquire
land for the monitoring station at
Nagpur, Bombay and Calcutta has been
initiated. The site for the monitoring
station at Madras is being surveyed.
