Oral Answers

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: The exact locations
have not ytt been fixed up. They are under the
consideration of the Planning Commission.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: Are the
recommendations passed by the Conference
meant for the Second Five Year Plan or the
First Five Year Plan?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: This is with regard
to schemes for the Second Five Year Plan.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: It is stated that the
Headquarters of the Zoological Survey of
India will be shifted from Calcutta to Delhi.
At what cost will the building be constructed
and at what place?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: That proposal is
under consideration and the scheme for the
construction of buildings for the Headquarters
and regional circles is estimated to cost nearly
Rs. 80 lakhs.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: It is stated that a
Central Advisory Board for Co-ordination of
Zoological Research will be formed. When
will it be formed?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: The whole proposal
is under examination of the Ministry.

PRrROF. G. RANGA: In view of the fact that
there is no zoological garden here but there is
a very big one which is ranked as one of the
world's famous ones at Calcutta, what is the
consideration that the Government had in
their mind when they were thinking of having
the Headquarters here? Do Government mean
to say that they are going to create a zoolo-
gical garden also here in Delhi?

DRr. K. L. SHRIMALI: The whole scheme
is being examined and it is not possible to
give any details now.

STATEMENT

The Delhi University has not suggested
establishment of three evening colleges in
Delhi for providing facilities for higher
education to Government employees. They
have, however, suggested the opening of
evening classes in three existing constituent
colleges of the Delhi University for the benefit
of employed persons. This scheme was
prepared by the University to replace the
existing Punjab University Camp College,
New Delhi, which is functioning in the
territorial jurisdiction of Delhi University. The
question of the future of the Camp College has
been referred to a Committee set up for the
purpose. Pending receipt of the report of this
Committee which is expected by the end of -
this year, Government cannot take a final
decision on the suggestion of the Delhi
University.]
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SHrRI M. VALIULLA: Which are the three
colleges in which evening classes will be
held?

DRr. K. L. SHRIMALI: The exact location
of the colleges has not been fixed. That is still
under consideration.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: It is stated that there
will be no new college but in the old colleges
there will be evening classes. Which are those
colleges?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALL: The Delhi
University had recommended that evening
classes might be opened in the three existing
constituent colleges. The exact location of
those colleges has not been fixed up because
the whole question is still under consideration.

PROF. G. RANGA: Are these evening
classes or colleges intended only for the
Government servants or for all the
professional employees as well as other adult
workers who may be qualified to apply for
that training?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: Government
servants as well as people who are engaged in
various professions.

DRr. RAGHUBIR SINH: Are these evening
classes expected to replace the Delhi Camp
College?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: I cannot give any
definite answer to this question because the
Committee is examining the future of the
Camp College itself and the whole decision
on
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this matter will be taken after the ; report of
this Committee is available.

Oral Answers
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SHRI H. C. DASAPPA: May I know
whether the colleges are merely Arts and
Science colleges or are there any professional
or technical colleges?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: So far there is no
proposal for technical college. It is only for
Arts and Science.

SHRI B. K. P. SINHA: Would it not be a
great strain on the financial and physical
resources of the employees if they have to go
all the way from New Delhi to the University
Campus beyond Old Delhi?

Dr. K. L. SHRIMALI: The whole question
is under consideration.
