EDUCATION (Dr. K. L. SHRTMALI): (a) Yes,
Sir. Steps are being taken to publish literature
with a view to creating inter-State
understanding and eradicating provincialism
and regionalism.

(b) This Ministry intends to publish
brochures, in collaboration with the Ministry
of Information and Broadcasting, one on each
of the major States. Each brochure will
describe the physical, social, economic and
cultural characteristics of the State concerned
as well as bring out its achievements and
contribution to the total cultural and political
pattern of the country.
