The Bal Bhavan is expected to make 
arrangements for the following ameni-
ties:— 

1. An open air gymnasium. 
2. A workshop shed where arts and 

crafts may be practised. 
3. A hobby section. 
4. A  small  museum  and  an  exhi-

bition hall. 
5. A library. 
6. An     auditorium-cwm-open      air 

theatre. 

It is not possible at present to state the 
number of children which can be 
accommodated in the Bal Bhavan at a 
time.] 

P. C. MITRA: May I know, Sir, 
whether the entire expenditure will be 
borne by the Centre? 

DR. K. L. SHRIMALI: Well, most of 
the expenditure will be borne by the 
Centre. 

PROF. G. RANG A: Is it proposed to 
establish such institutions in other areas? 

DR. K. L. SHRIMALI: As I said, at 
present the proposal is to set up a 
Children's Home here in Delhi, and if 
more funds are available, I am quite sure 
that we would like to set up many more 
centres in the country.
