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have also materially assisted several States in
successfully conducting the campaign against
the locusts whenever the need for such
assistance arose. May I know how many
rupees worth of assistance has been given to
the States?

Dr. P. S. DESHMUKH: I have not got the
value of the assistance given in rupees but |
know, whenever we received any intimation
from any State Government, we have given
them very adequate help in the shape of
sending the planes that we may have.

SHRI M. VALIULLA: 1t is stated that we
are having the assistance of foreign
governments for this purpose. May I know
whether they also share the expenditure
incurred in this oehalf?

Dr. P. S. DESHMUKH: Excepting the
T.C.A. which sometimes assists us by giving
some technicians and insecticide, etc., no
foreign Government is assisting us. It is more
international co-ordination that is intended.
