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NON-ALLOTMENT OF WAGONS TO SALT
MERCHANTS OF KHARAGHODA

*225. Dr. RAGHUBIR SINH: Wwill
the Minister for RAILWAYS be pleased
to state;

(a) whether any complaints have
been received by Government about
the difficulties experienced by the salt
merchants of Kharaghoda due to non-
allotment of railway wagons for dis-
tribution of salt bags in Gujerat; and

Tye DEPUTY MINISTER ror RAIL-
WAYS anp TRANSPORT (SHrr O. V.
ALAGESAN): (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) The position has improved since
July last.

Dr., RAGHUBIR SINH: May I know
as to what was the cause of this
shortage and also how far the quota
of wagons allotted for the movement
of salt was reduced?

SHrr O. V. ALAGESAN: It was due
to operational difficulties and conges-
tion in the yards at Baroda, Xhara-
ghoda and Ratlam. Also in the month
of June there was shortage of covered
wagons to carry salt because June
was a rainy month. Now the loading
has improved. In June it was 106,
by July it was almost double—204;
and the outstanding registrations are
only 117 wagons for Gujerat area,
