the implementation of the First Five
Year Plan of the Government of India
in the field of Basic and Social Edu-
cation.]
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These are some of the actions taken on
the recommendations of the Commit-
tee. The State Governments have al-
ready been informed that any scheme
sanctioned under the Plan will nor-
mally be continued during the rest
of the plan period, though the actual
sanction for a particular year will
be issued after the estimates have
been received from the State Gov-
ernments. The Ministry of Education
have already been deputing some
senior officers to go round to all the
States to see how the schemes imple-
mented by the State Governments
under the Five Year Plan are work-
ing. The State Governments have
already been informed that the new
basic schools to be started in any
State should be located in compact
areas, not scattered over the State,
and trained supervisory staff should
be appointed for a group of 50 to 60
such schools. This supervisory per-
sonnel should be constantly available
for the guidance and supervision of
the techniques of basic education.
