There have been complaints from the
public about this.

SHRI D. P. KARMARKAR: I know this
question arises in the case of every factory. I
am not particularly informed about this
Madhya Bharat factory but proper care is
taken to see that such pollution does not affect
the region.

Will the Government now take care to see
that something is done about the Chambal
river?
