Limited, al others are airworthy. Government 
art satisfied with the state of serviceability of 
the Vampir.es and the supply position of their 
spare parts. 

SHRIMATI VIOLET    ALVA:      How 
many Vampires are out of use? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: I am unable to 
give the figures. It is difficult to do so in the 
interest of national security. But for the 
information of the hon. Member I may say that 
there are hardly one or two Vampires which 
are awaiting spare parts from the United 
Kingdom. I would add that she should not 
attach too much importance to news items 
appearing in the "Current". 

SHRIMATI VIOLET ALVA: But do we not 
keep enough spare parts only here? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: Yes, as I have 
said, we have enough spare parts. We 
manufacture many spare parts in India. There 
are hardly one or two aircraft which are 
awaiting spare parts from the U. K. 

DR. RAGHUBIR SINH: Do you begin 
manufacturing spare parts after the aircraft 
had gone out of action? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: That is not 
correct Sir. Vampires are in action and the 
hon. Member probably sees them sometimes 
flying over Delhi. 

SHRI H. C. DASAPPA: How many are  
now  in  action? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: Most of them  
are  in  action. 

SHRI H. C. DASAPPA: What is their  total 
number? 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: As I said, I 
cannot give the figures regarding the aircraft. 

SHRIMATI VIOLET ALVA: At least the  
hon.   Deputy   Minister  could  tell 

us when they  were purchased      and through   
which   agency. 

SHRI SATISH CHANDRA: A lot of spare 
parts are manufactured in India at the 
Hindustan Aircraft Limited.
